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The Coldflex 2 0 0 0  SA m em brane is to be placed on joints and cracks of pavement  as follows:  

1) Placem ent  of m em brane will be done only when the tem perature is above 40º F and r ising.  The pavement  surfaces
should be dry and free of any debris.

2) Surface shall be pr imed according to m anufacturer 's recom mendat ions pr ior to placement  of the mem branes.  The
liquid adhesive shall be placed on the surface, at  a m inim um  rate of 400 ft2  per gallon (250 ft2 per gallon on m illed
surface) , 1"  wider than the m em brane and shall be allowed to dry unt il tack free before applying the m em brane.

3) The m em brane shall be placed in such a m anner as to leave no voids between the m em brane and the pavem ent  at
faulted joints.

4) The m em brane shall be installed in widths of 12" m inim um  and shall be centered over the joint  or crack with 2"
tolerance.  Transverse joints and cracks shall be sealed first  start ing at  the outside edge of the pavement  and
extending the full length of the joint .

5) The outside edge of the joint  shall be sealed after the t ransverse joint .  All laps shall be made in such a manner that
the paver does not  encounter the exposed edge of the lap first .

6) Transverse mem branes shall be extended 4" to 6" beyond each pavement edge.  Cracks which connect  with
t ransverse joints shall be sealed first  with a m inim um of 2½ " lap at  the intersect ion with the joints.  Laps will be
perm it ted in both t ransverse and longitudinal mem branes with a m inim um  overlap of 3" .

7) The mem brane shall be installed st raight  and wrinkle free with no cur led or uplifted edges.  Any wrinkles over 3/ 8" in
width shall be slit  and folded down.

8) Apply membrane from  low to high pitch to provide m axim um  drainage efficiency.

9) Pressure roll m em brane to im prove adhesion.

10) Membrane shall not  be left  exposed to ult ra-violet  rays for over 20 days without  a protect ive cover or coat ing.

11) I f necessary, t raffic m ay be allowed to use a sect ion after placement  of a membrane and pr ior to placing the paving.
I n the event  the I nspector determ ines the mem brane is being dam aged, the sect ion m ay be closed unt il the overlay
is placed.  Paving tem perature specified by DOT or agency should be used.  I f not  agency specificat ion exists, paving
tem peratures at  com pact ion of 290° F to 300° F is recomm ended.  (See Lim itat ions)

12) Hot  m ix overlay can follow placem ent  of m em brane within 30 m inutes.  A 3"  overlay is recom m ended but  a 2"
m inim um  overlay is required, with m ult iple lifts.  Two lifts are desirable for elim inat ing “hum ps”  which can occur with
this thick mem brane.  Asphalt  tack coat  is required prior to overlay.

13) The use of vibratory rollers over Polyguard  mem brane is not  recomm ended.

Lim itat ions:  I f a Superpave overlay with paving temperatures over 300° F is specified, contact  Polyguard  for technical 
advice.  At  tem peratures over 300° F, polypropylene backing is subject  to high shrinkage. 
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
